
We found 80 cm (2+ feet) of snow on a NE facing slope at 8,000 feet outside Bridger Bowl's Boundaries. The
snow was supportable with a weak layer at the blue card. Faceted, weak, sugary snow is the layer of concern, but
it was not that bad...yet. We'll be watching to see if it gets weaker. Photo: GNFAC
