Cottonwood Creek Trail. The slide came down from the south side of the canyon (north facing), and crossed the
trail at about 4-5' deep and 10’ across at the trail with debris and into the creek at the creek crossing about .75
mile from the trailhead. The crown was only about 100" up the side of the canyon. The avalanche would've
occurred earlier in the week, there was just the skiff of snow on it from the previous light snow (22nd?).... Thisis
the 3rd wet dlide I've seen in the last 3-4 weeks on Middle Cottonwood in the same region where the trail ison
the south side of the creek (mile .4-.80 from summer trailhead)...
