In fact, skies were mostly clear during
our tour.

We skinned up the west facing sub-ridge to the Prayer Flags and descended via the Going Home Chute. Surface
conditions were rough on any slope that wasn't shaded, with stout melt-freeze crusts. There was till atiny bit of
old, soft snow present in the shade.

No signs of instability or recent slab avalanches noted (we did see some older, wet [oose slides).
Danger was EOW, while waiting for the storm to start in earnest.
